Here’s help to pay for college! 
Free grants might be available if you are under the age of 24 and you fit one 
of these categories:

• You exited foster care at age 18 or within 30 days of turning 18

• You were adopted from foster care after the age of 16

• You exited the state training school at age 18 or within 30 days of 
turning age of 18

Invest in your future! A college education is one of the best investments you 
can make for yourself. But did you know going to college does not have to be 
a 4-year commitment? Some certificate programs can take as little as a few 
months to complete and lead to well-paying, in-demand careers.
